DISCLAIMER: All new ventures involve risk and following this path of 
selling library books (like we are) does not guarantee you will have 
as much trouble as we did. Hopefully you will be more successful 
and can teach us a few new tricks.



How it Worked for Us

• We suddenly had 940 boxes of books that needed homes

• Approximately 25,000 books (plus many boxes of journals)

• Figured out a plan – “If you get lemons, make lemonade!”

• Put the plan into action – mostly trial and ERROR first few months

• Reap the benefits – Many items that have been cut out of our 
budget over the years, we can now actually purchase!



Reaping the Benefits…

• In past five years (give or take…)

– Sent 3 or 4 boxes to My Empty Shelves (since May 2019) – we have immediately 
earned $55-$60 per box  [they pay shipping and provide free boxes]

– Earned $1,100 in commission on our BWB (about 12% of their gross sales of our 
books (Since January 2017)[they pay shipping and provide free labels and boxes]

– Earned $11,500 on Amazon book sales – our average price from selling 450 books 
is about $26 a book (Since February 2017)

– We generally make $200-$400 a year in local sales

– We funnel all of these funds into a special fund and are allowed to purchased 
unbudgeted for items from this – if you are a math whiz, just know that it took a bit 
before the Business Office starting putting all of our earnings in this fund!

– Right now our special fund has about $13,000 in it

– We are still hoping for a remodel of the lower level of the library, but at least the 
seed has been planted and is beginning to bloom!

Collect Information

• General Information

– Accession Number

– Initials

– Date

– ISBN (or other identifying #)

– Author

– Title

– Copyright

• ODIN/ALMA Information

– Owned by other libraries?

– If so, how many?

– Are their copies loanable to you 
– in Reference?



General/ODIN Information



Collect More Information…

• From Your Library

– Do you have it?

– How many?

– Where – what collections?

– Call#, if available

– Is this a duplicate of a book you 
own?

– How many loans on your copy?

– DNH: no one in ODIN owns it

– After item is sold, a place to 
post that amount

• From Amazon

– Lowest price for that used book

– How many offers?

– Is price under or over $10?

– After an item is sold, a place to 
post that amount



Your Library/Amazon Information



Collect Even More Information…

• Where could it end up?

– Swap?

– Catalog?

– Sell on Amazon or similar 
company

– Send to BWB or similar company

– Give away - FREE

– Recycle (throw away )

• Notes

– Name of donor

– Who suggested we keep?

– Does someone on your staff 
want first dibs on buying book?

– Anything information you feel 
needed that doesn’t fit 
anywhere else!

Tips I Promised…

DO…

• use all CAPS when adding to spreadsheet – quicker/easier

• try some of these ideas – then do what works best for you

• your best to keep your rating on Amazon as high as possible

• be generous and kind to customers- both local and online

• be brutally honest about the condition of books you are selling

• keep information slip with book until its final disposition (sold, given 
away, or dumped



More Tips I Promised…

DON’T…

• put articles (A, An, The) on titles

• use Microsoft Access unless you are already a pro with it

• glue labels in books

• remove labels, markings, pockets, etc. when selling books

• sell anything under $10

• try to sell books in poor condition

• ever turn down a donated book!
