* Old technology and equipment that hadn't been
cataloged/circulated, plus new additions
* Donations, purchases, lost and found items that don't get claimed
o Supplies budget and "Friends of the Library" fund
o Occasional collaboration with other departments
* Took inspiration from other libraries we knew had similar
collections



Organization & Policies

* Not static — as we encounter challenges, we adjust

* Previously part of "Reserves"; now has its own fulfillment unit
"Tech”

o Let us simplify and be a little more specific with TOUs

* Lost item fee depends on item
o Standard fee is $60, more expensive items are $200

* Loan length depends on user group

o Fac/staff get more time with some items
o Students are not allowed to take some items out of the library
